During the periodiec mortar and artillery
shellings that the second battalion command post was subjected te
for six hours, the telephone lines between the Battaliom €P, the
Regimental CP and the front lines were lmocked out. Upon learn-
ing of the situation and its seriousness, S5gt Togloka, on his
own initiative, secured his repair kit and made his way slong the
. telephone lines in the midst of terrific barrages, VWhen %wo of
his men offered to accompany him, he refused thelr offer, Tracing
the lines in full view of the enemy, he finally located the
damaged line and repaired it. Fully aware of the danger entalled,
he sontinued to patrol the lines for over an hour, making repairs
as the lines were blown apart by the shells., It was during one
of the heaviest shellings and while repairing a line that Sgt
Togloka was wounded seriously by shrapnel.
